Happy New Year!!                                            
I hope that the wet weather and course 
closures have not spoilt your enjoyment 
of the golf course!                                    
Winter work programmes are now fully 
underway. Once the weather permits, the 
new ninth grass tee will be completed. 
Rebuilds of three bunkers are planned 
for the remainder of the winter, with a 
contractor booked to assist with the work. 
A small amount of re-contouring and 
clearing of the drains/soakaways has 
been completed on the 13th green. This 
should improve the quality of grass 
growth in this problem area. Our STRI 
agronomist, Peter Winter has visited the 
club and produced a report on the condi-
tion of the course. He has made several 
recommendations and Richard, Steve 
and the team will act upon these over the 
coming months. One key recommenda-
tion was to increase the frequency of 
hollow tining and top dressing to reduce 
thatch. Accordingly we are looking to 
invest in a new hollow tine machine and 
a machine for applying very thin layers of 
top dressing (both are budgeted for 
2007/8). Together with the core harvester 
purchased last year, the hollow coring 
and top dressing activities will both be 
quicker to complete and have a lesser 
effect on the playability of the course. 
The end result will be less thatch in the 
grass on the greens, giving faster, firmer 
and more playable greens for a longer 
playing season. As always, I would wel-
come any feedback on the presentation 
of the course.
