The Course or parts of it may be 

closed on the authority of the Head 

Greenkeeper or the General Man-

ager, when damage to the Course 

would result if play were permitted 

and/or conditions are deemed to be 

dangerous.  Such conditions would 

exist during severe frost or snow. In 

the winter months it is recommended 

that a decision to close the Course 

will, in general, not be rescinded for 

the rest of the day. 

In taking into account of the above 

there will be occasions when the 

course is not closed but restrictions 

are necessary in relation to parts of 

the course, particularly greens and 

sometimes tees.  

The following sets out the criteria, 

which will be used in assessing the 

availability of greens or where tem-

porary greens are deemed necessary. 
POLICY 

When there is any frost the pins will 

be taken off the main greens and 

placed on the temporary greens until 

the frost is gone from the ground to a 

depth of four inches. 
REASONS 

When there is a frost and the water in 

the leaf of the grass plant becomes 

frozen, the leaf can become bruised 

or even snap with the passage of 

footprints over the surface. This in 

due time will put the plant under 

stress, particularly at a time of slow 

growth, make it more susceptible to 

disease and when coming in to the 

growing season, the energy of the 

plant goes towards repair before 

turning to growth.  

When there has been a heavy frost, 

which has gone deep into the ground, 

the more dangerous situation occurs 

during the period of thaw, when no 

surface evidence of frost may be ap-

parent.  This is where the ground 

below the surface remains frozen 

whilst the top surface is soft.   

Foot traffic on the surface may cause 

the top surface to move whilst the 

ground below remains still thus 

causing the roots to shear away.  

This root break causes severe dam-

age to the plant and the deep rooting 

needed for healthy turf development, 

thus again causing stress, suscepti-

bility to disease and protracted early 

season development. 

Please therefore note that this stan-

dardised policy will come into effect 

immediately and will be imple-

mented as appropriate.  There may 

therefore be temporary greens in 

play when no white frost is evident.
