I am sure you are by now aware that the 
club has been awarded the honour of host-
ing the Palairet finals day on Sunday the 
20th August. This is a tremendous coup for 
the club and I understand is the result of 
the way the course and club was presented 
to County officials for the Handicap Compe-
tition earlier in the summer. Richard, Steve 
and the team are now working hard to en-
sure the club and course are in tip-top con-
dition ready for Sunday. 
The autumn/winter tee replacement pro-
gramme has continued, with the 13th and 
15th artificial winter tees now in place. We 
have decided to use the Huxley tee (as with 
the 4th tee) as this is the most suitable tee 
surface for our requirements. Having 
tested other types of material we found the 
Huxley best for holding a long tee as the 
13th and 15th are usually “driver” holes. 
You may also notice that these new tees 
appear raised. This is simply to allow for 
the future renovation of the grass tees, as 
this will require them to be raised and 
therefore will eventually match the artificial 
tees. Further grass tee replacement is 
planned for the winter months. 
During the autumn the greens staff will be 
trying out two new machines, a machine for 
collecting leaves and debris from the 
course and an innovative machine de-
signed to break up sub-soil compaction. 
The former will significantly help in the 
autumn/winter course presentation and 
the latter will be tested to see if it improves 
drainage on the 8th, 13th and 14th greens. 
Watch this space to hear the results of 
these trials.
