Now the cold and wet weather is upon us 
it is inevitable that the condition of 
course will suffer a little bit. Please bear 
with the greens staff as they are doing 
their best to present a golf course in the 
best condition possible. Inevitably there 
will be course closures, temporary 
greens and trolley bans. However Steve 
and his team will do their best to avoid 
this when possible. 
The winter work programme is now fully 
underway. Work on the grass ninth tee 
has started and will be completed when 
the weather allows top soil and turf to be 
applied and the new astro tee is com-
plete and is now in play. The new tempo-
rary green on the eighth is now in play, 
and the gorse bush behind it has been 
tidied up.  Tee steps made with wooden 
sleepers have had green matting at-
tached to prevent slippage for health and 
safety reasons. More work is planned for 
the remainder of the winter and includes 
bunker refurbishments and improving 
drainage on the wetter greens. 
Please see below a couple of gentle 
reminders for all golfers: 
The cost of the new astro tees on 4, 9, 
13 and 14 is not to be confused with 
cheap! Can I please remind members to 
clean their shoes using the brushes pro-
vided before standing on the tee. Mud 
accumulating on shoes gets pushed into 
the matting and will in the long term re-
duce the playability of these tees. 
It has been brought to the attention of 
the greens committee that there is poten-
tial for the ball to move on the mats used 
to the right of the third fairway. Although 
this is not an ideal situation with the 
mats, I think you will all agree that this 
will improve the quality of the playing 
surface for the spring and summer 
months. However a rules query was 

raised, and the ruling is as follows - once 
the ball is placed on the mat it is “in play”. 
If this ball moves after the ball has been 
addressed a penalty of one shot is in-
curred and the ball should be replaced. 
Sorry but this is a rule of golf! 
Anyone wishing to apply for a buggy/
trolley ban exemption should see Richard 
or Jean in the office for an application 
form. 
I  hope everyone has enjoyed their golf-
ing year and wish everyone a Happy 
Christmas and prosperous New Year.
